We are now three quarters into the year and our society has been busy during the summer
months with many activities. One of the missions for the year was to involve young youths and
young adults. The youth camp that was held in July was certainly an example of our success of
achieving this mission. This camp was held for the first time and it was totally organized by
young adults. The camp was a great success with over 55 children in attendance. The amount
of enthusiasm and vigor that the young children demonstrated surely warrants this camp to
become an annual event.

During the summer month our “Education for all ages” sub-committee worked very hard to
enhance our pathshala program. This committee worked very closely with the young teachers
and established a new era for providing Jain knowledge to our youths. The curriculum was
enhanced for all ages and the new structure has been implemented. On August 29, 2009 the
open house was held for the parents and the program was officially launched on September 13,
2009. More than 90 children have registered for the classes. The classrooms have been freshly
painted with new furniture and upgrades. There are five levels of classes. My congratulations to
all those who worked very hard at implementing this enhanced program. Parents are requested
to register their children for the classes if they have not done so.

Paryushan parva and Das Lakshan parva were celebrated with great enthusiasm. During these
auspicious days, we collected more than $65,000 in donations and we thank all members for
their support. Your executive committee is working very hard to keep the expenses below our
income level. At the end of August, our operating income exceeded our operating expenses and
the capital expenditures (excluding temple) by $43,000. During Paryushan parva we embarked
on DAD campaign — Dollar A Day. As we all know our society is operating on member’s
donation. Just one dollar per day per family, if every family can contribute that amount; our
operating expenses will be covered by this campaign. Dilip Shah and Pravin Shah with support
from other volunteers are working towards achieving this goal. My earnest request to all
members to come forward and be part of the DAD campaign and give your name to them.

Last month, the Orlando Sangh visited us on September 12 and 13. Members who visited our
temples were quite impressed by our temple. Now it is our turn to make a Chaitya Paripaty visit
to Tampa and Orlando temple from November 20 to 22, 2009. Please register your name if you
have not done so to avoid disappointment.

Our total outstanding Accounts Receivables was approximately $127,000 (does not include dues from prior
years). The Individual member statements will be mailed out and we request to those members who have not
yet remitted their donations to do so ASAP once their statements have been received. Please accept our
humble apology in case the statement has any errors or omissions and advice us of the same and we will
correct your statement.
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Temple Update

The interior work including redesign of the ghabhara on both the levels has been completed. The exterior work
is pending since we are awaiting the marble shipments from India. One of the main reasons for the delay is
obtaining our required quality of 1.5 grades 2" marble patia’s from our supplier. Deepak Shah and Anil Shah
visited India in September to coordinate final shipment of the balance of the marble and finalize the remaining
payment. Two containers are to be shipped in October. We expect to complete the temple construction by the
end of this year unless we experience delay in getting the marble from India.

Our total estimated costs of temple construction will be approximately $3,252,000 versus the budget of
$3,000,000. The main reasons for the unfavorable variances are: excess marble wastage, additional freight
and packing charges, additional marble that was required and not included in the budget, structural and stair
tower modifications.

General Body Meeting September 27, 2009:

At the General Body Meeting held on September 27, 2009, Majority of our members approved the increase in
membership fees effective from January 1, 2010.

The Executive Committee, with the approval of the Membership, shall establish annual membership
dues, equal for each member. A member may voluntarily contribute more than his/her fixed dues
and fees. Member’s children who have reached age of more than 21 years, should become Member
by paying the above membership fees to enjoy JSGA member’s rights. Approved dues are: Annual
membership fee is $101 and Life membership is $501

The members can convert their annual membership to life membership by paying $251 this year. Members
who have not paid their annual dues for the year 2009 are requested to pay their dues as soon as possible.
